Independent Booksellers Week, organized by the BA’s Independent Booksellers Forum, was established in 2008 as a celebration of independent bookselling, and over the last three years, over 400 bookshops have participated in a huge range of activities and events throughout the week.  This year, IBW takes place from 18th to 25th June, and will be supported by a national PR campaign and ongoing local PR.  This year for the first time IBW will also include National Reading Group Day on Saturday 25th June, which will be included in the POS and resources for IBW. Booksellers can now register.

ndependent Booksellers Week is an opportunity for booksellers to celebrate in their shops, with and for their customers.  Booksellers can use IBW in whatever way they choose –events throughout the week, inviting authors for signing sessions, planning school visits for storytelling, a children’s party, a Reading Group event – whatever gets your customers into your shop and celebrating what you do best.  The heart of the campaign is booksellers in their communities holding events.  National Reading Group Day is an extra opportunity to involve your Reading Groups in IBW and we will be providing a simple Guide to Reading Group Days as part of the IBW.  There will also be an NRGD Poster as part of the IBW POS pack.
