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This time, our bulletin is from Little, Brown, who are offering historical novelist Elizabeth Chadwick for IBW events.

Elizabeth Chadwick has written 19 historical novels.  The winner of a Betty Trask Award for her first novel, she has been shortlisted five times for the RNA Major Award, and won the Historical Novel Prize this month for To Defy A King. Her renown for being able to transport readers to another time and place owes much to her multi-disciplinary approach to her research.  Beyond books and Internet study she uses re-enactment to bring history to life.  Elizabeth owns and uses museum quality facsimiles to give her a unique feel for time and place and has a keen interest in medieval recipes.  She also draws on the services of a consultant with the ability to tune into the people and events of the distant past. Her new novel, Lady of the English, will publish on 2nd June 2011.
